2019 Radcliff Bassmasters

Rules 
1. Monthly meetings will be held the first Wednesday of the month at 8:00 PM at Nolin RECC building in Elizabethtown for any member that wishes to attend.

Membership to Radcliff Bassmasters Tournaments

· $30 Membership fee per person paid prior to 1st tournament fished.

· $70 tournament fee per boat.

· $60 towards pay out per tournament, $5 big fish per tournament and $5 towards classic per tournament.

· Membership money will go towards classic.
· Payout determined by number of  boats fishing the tournament.
· Optional $10.00 big fish for the year POT. Money must be paid by new members and can not be paid after 3rd tournament. Once you fish a tournament you are not considered a new member.
To qualify for the classic you must fish 5 /7 tournaments (physically fish 4/7 and you can buy one tournament). When buying a tournament, it must be bought before that tournament is fished so money can be paid at that tournament. If you don't understand talk to the Director and he can explain it to you.  
Rules
1. It is the responsibility of the participant to read and understand all rules prior to tournament start! State fishing license required.

2. U.S. Coast Guard approved life jacket must be worn while engine is above idle speed.

3. A working aerated live well is required, no stringer or baskets allowed.

4. Artificial lures only! Use only 1 rod at a time, no trolling. Casting only. No live or prepared bait.

5. Only Largemouth, Smallmouth and Ky. bass are allowed. Minimum length will follow state regulations for that lake and there will be (1) slot fish per boat. Fish will be measured on Golden Rule!!

6. Maximum number of bass will be (5) per team. Any team attempting to weigh in a short fish will be disqualified.

7.  A courtesy check is permitted for length check prior to weigh in.

8. Competitors who are not at the official weigh in site by designated quitting time will be disqualified. NO EXCEPTIONS!

9. Any fish that appears to have been mutilated in any way will be weighed at discretion of the tournament officials at the weigh in and their decision is final.

10.  Penalty of 4 ounces (.25 lbs.) will be deducted for each dead fish weighed in. Tournament officials at weigh in site will determine live fish and their decision is final.

11.  In case of a tie, the competitor with more eligible fish will be considered winner. In case  of 2 or more competitors with the same number and weight of fish, the largest fish will be  tie breaker.

12.  All fish will become property of Radcliff  Bassmasters, which will be returned back to tournament waters.

13.  INFRINGEMENT OF THESE RULES SHALL BE CONSIDERED CAUSE FOR     DISQUALIFICATION. INTERPRETATION OF THESE RULES SHALL BE LEFT EXCLUSIVELY TO TOURNAMENT OFFICIALS.

14.  Any complaints or questions must be brought to the attention of the tournament officials either prior to the start of the tournament or the closing of the weigh-in. The decision of the tournament officials WILL BE FINAL!!
15.  Absolutely no hole-setting or holding of a fishing spot by an alternate boater. This will not be permitted!!
16.   Cell phones will not be used for the sharing of information during tournament hours with other anglers. This is considered a tournament advantage over other anglers while fishing and will not be tolerated, If an angler is caught it will be grounds for dismissal from the club.
17.  Boat owner must have a minimum of $100,000 liability insurance.

18.  All boaters must obey State boating laws.

19.  No alcoholic beverages allowed in boat or around immediate weigh-in area!

20.  A contestant must stay in boat at all times. If a contestant leaves the boat for any reason, no fishing equipment will be allowed in possession.

21.  Director reserves the right to refuse participant’s entry into tournament.
22.  The use of an alternate to fish any regular scheduled tournament is authorized for up to 2 tournaments and that alternate will not qualify for the classic.
