All boats must have an operating live well.

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No live bait, only artificial lures may be used. No trolling, only casting, spinning or spin cast tackle
permitted. Rods may not exceed 8 feet in length.

Teams must comply with state fishing and boating regulations. Licenses are the angler’s responsibility.
Fish must be a minimum of 12 inches. NO DEAD FISH WILL BE WEIGHED.

Boats will be launched in order to sign up. Chips must be in the bucket at deadline. NO EXCEPTIONS.
No fishing within 50 feet of an anchored competitor.
