TOURNAMENT RULES
1. It is the responsibility of the participant to read and understand all rules prior to tournament start! State fishing license required.
2. No one under the age of 18 years of age unless they are accompanied by a parent or guardian.
3. U.S. Coast Guard approved life jacket must be worn while engine is above idle speed.
4. A working aerated live well is required, no stringer or baskets allowed.
5. Artificial lures only! Use only 1 rod at a time, no trolling. Casting only! No live or prepared bait.
6. Only largemouth and KY bass are allowed. Minimum length will follow state regulations of that lake and there will be 1 slot fish allowed per boat! Fish will be measured on Golden Rule!!
7. Maximum number of bass team is 3 any team attempting to weigh in a short fish WILL be disqualified. NO EXCEPTIONS!
8. Competitors who are not at the official weigh in site by designated quitting time will be disqualified. NO EXCEPTIONS!
9. Penalty of 1 pound WIIL BE deducted for each dead fish weighed in. Tournament officials at weigh in site will determine live fish and their decision if FINAL.
10. In the case of a tie, the tie breaker will be determined by the weight of the teams biggest fish.
11. All fish will become the property of Bennett’s and WILL be returned back to tournament water.
12. ABSOLUTELY NO ALCHOLIC BEVERAGES ALLOWED IN BOAT AT ALL TIMES, OR AROUND THE WEIGH-IN AREA.
13. If an angler leaves the boat for any reason, no fishing equipment will be allowed in his/her possession. 
14. Must fish 6 tournaments to make classic in October.
